 Abstract 

We study multidimensional poverty measurement. We propose to use agents' preferences themselves to aggregate the different poverty dimensions. First, we adapt classical results to the new framework. Second, we characterize a family of indices by adding the requirement that among agents consuming a given bundle of goods, the poorest agent is the one having the highest preference for the good that is relatively the least abundant. Third, we use data from the Russia Longitudinal Monitoring Survey (RLMS) to illustrate the approach and to study the impact of taking preferences into account on the measurement of poverty.
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
